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As our day comes to an end, let us reflect on what we have learned today and consider what we can do individually and collectively to advance interreligious understanding and cooperation for peace at the United Nations.   This conference is a step toward bringing a comprehensive understanding to multi-religious understanding and cooperation at theUN.

It has been a remarkable day to imagine the great potentials and positive roles of world’s religions as well as identify limitations and challenges.  

We learned compelling examples of religious and multi-religious contributions to peace, development and human rights.

The experiences of concrete programs of UNICEF and UNFPA challenged us to understand the importance of a clear framework with issue based strategic alliance with the UN. 

Reviewing existing mechanism and envisioning a new approach provided an opportunity to reflect how to coordinate various initiatives and activities of religious communities to become a stronger partner to work with the UN.   We will report the outcome of this conference to Secretary General.
